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'CAPE TOWN — The government has launched a R542

million development plan to upgrade black urban areas
in the Eastern Cape.

A top-level government
inquiry has bluntly warn-
ed that conditions in the
region’s 75 black
townships are so bad that
they are leading to
viclence, strikes and dis-
ruptions.

And it has also iden-.

tified eight “crisis points"
in the Eastern Cape for
priority action.

These crisis points are:
Queenstown, Duncan
Village in East London,
Grahamstown, . Stutter-
heim, Fort Beaufort, Gins-
berg township in King
Williariv’'s Town, Walmer
location in Port Elizabeth
and Seymour.

The government's ac-
tion plan was disclosed
yesterday by the Deputy
Minister of Co-operation,
Dr George Morrison, in an
interview.

Dr Morrison said: “We
weresworried by the faet

. that the Eastern Cape was

an area where every so

“Even this body was
very concerned about the
conditions and realised
that something should be
done — and should be
done in a hurry.

“But we also had to face
that neither the ad-
ministration board nor
the department had the
necessary finances to
rebuild or to eradicate ali
he poor conditions and
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lack of facilities, because
it was actually estimated
by the Linde Committee
that to normalise the
'whole situation would cost
the government .in the
region of R542 million.

“And the estimated cost
of development of housing
needs to
overcrowding would re-
quire R568 million by the
year 2 000 — just to build
enough houses for the in-
creasing population.

“As far as schools are
concerned it will cost in
the region of R15 million

" Just to construct the

necessary classrooms and
facilities for 1982-3.
“From this it is quite
eviderit that it is not a lack
of interest. The funds are
just not availabie to do the
things that should be
done,” Dr Morrison said.

The Eastern Cape Ad-
ministration Board was
doirig the best within iis
ability to keep services
more or less normal to the
satisfaction of the in-
habitants of these
townships.

Dr Morrison said: “We
are endeavouring to do
whatever we can with the
available finances.

EAST LONDON — While
most’ of the Community
Council chairmen welcom-
ed an announcement by
the Deputy Minister of Co-
operation, Dr George
Morrison, that the govern-
ment had launched a R542
imillion development plan
to upgrade black urban
areas in the Eastern Cape,
two were non-committal
on the subject.

Mr C. Haya, of the
Ginsberg Community
Council in King William’s
Town, said this was the
best news he had heard
for a long time.

“Ginsberg has always
been a frozen area and no
development could be
carried out. However, the
present announcement is
a step in the right direc-
tion and we are very
happy about it.

“We will immediately
get cracking to decide on
the new houses which
have to be built and the re-
levelopment of the entire

township,” Mr Haya said.

There were 700 sites to
be developed of which 200
were a matter of urgenecy.

“Although we have not
been told how much wili
be alliocated to us,
promises havé been made
that six additional
classrooms will be added
to the Forbes Grant
Senior Secondary School
as well as an ablution

block, an administrative

block and a laboratory,”
said Mr Haya.

The chairman of the
Grahamstown Community
Council, Mr G. H. Nduna,
said he welcomed the deci-
sion that at last Fingo
Village and Makanaskop
would be upgraded.

‘I know there are
whites who are keen to
assist their employees
with the building of their
own homes. Rhodes
University will be
allocated 16 sites to build
homes for the people in
H:ﬂw employment;,” he
said. .

Mr Nduna revealed
there were' 3 000 families

Langa Barracks became the home of former
squatfers from Hout Bay, Table View and
Killarney when they were evicted from
their camps lest year. Other residents
came from the "broken zones" 5, 7 and
27 which were areas in the townships re-
served specifically for the housing of
migrant workers. These areas have now
been incorporated into the townships
structure and are being renovated to
house workers and their families who

are legally allowed to live in Cape Town
(ie. who have Section 10 rights). The
Urban Foundation, an organisation repre-
sentetive of Big Business, have been

the perpetrators of this family housing
scheme, The Barracks have been taken
over by 2 large conmpesnies, Murray &
Roberts and P.S.G. Construction, who
will be changing them into single-sex
hostels for their migrant workers.

This is not a new issue. How long are
the black people of South Africa going
to tolerate the 1njustices and inequali-
ties of our government?

Migrant workers come to town to earn money
to support themselves and their families,
They need wages to survive,

Thelr bosses went to make as much profit
as they can - arguing that since workers
are housed 1in specially built barracks,

and fed, they justify paying much lower

wages.

But, what really are these structures?

Firstly, it is much cheaper to house wor-
kers en masse, instead of in decent homes
for whole families. Secondly, it is use-
ful to have workers from one industry or

compeny in one place, for this mekes them

‘much easler to control if they try and

resist over issues, such as wages, wor-
king conditions or trade union recognition.

The single-sex barracks are one of the
physical manifestations of the evil of
the migrant labour system — s manifestag-~
tion which all bosses have used unflinch-
ingly and unquestioningly,for they benefit
directly from it.

{ There is no freedom of movement for any
black person in South Africa. As we
have discussed, people had to seek work
in the towns where they would be paid
a wage. Whether or not they would be
able to enter these prescribed areas
(legally) would depend not only on the
Labour Bureau at which they register,
but also on their status in terms of
Section 10 rights.,

Thus the housing shortage is especially
acute here. The townships are bursting
at the seams. For people still come
from the bentustans - "legally", "il-
legally", does it really matter - the
possibility of work here is manifold
