Security fears have led
‘the Electricity Supply
Commission (Escom) {o
establish South Africa’s
first non-State secret in-
telligence organisation.

Escom says it will
work closely with State
intelligence bodies.

And a small item in
Escom’s annual report —
Escom would not elabo-
rate on it today — re-
veals that security is a
major concern.

“Issential security
measures at all Escom’s
instatlations account for
a significant percentage
of total expenditure,” the
report says.

Last year Xscom spent
R1.,6 billion, but would
not say how much of that
was on security.

The new super-sleuth
section is being incor-
porated into the existing
security
- which protects
Escom’s installations.

Another Escom report
says: “The intelligence
section will determine
specific threats against
the people of Escom and
its installations, so that
the necessary preventive
measures may he taken
in good time.”

- The same report says
the signing of the NKko-
mati accord and other
political successes “could
incite our enemies to vio-
lent deeds”.

A  spokesman - said
Escom was bound by leg-
islation to organise its

all

organisation

own security, but close
contact was maintained
with police and State se-
curiiy organisations.

Kscom’s annual report
also discloses that it had
continuous liaison with
security organisations in
other parts of the world.

It i1s understood that
this liaison amounts to
advice on the latest secu-
rity protection for big in-
stallations.

The huge amount of
money spent on security
was necessary because of
the strategic and eco-
nomic importance of the
many power stations
throughout the country.

Escom generates

of terror in the rubble

Constable Isaac Morake (32),
one of the people inside the City
Centre Building in Roodepoort,
yesterday described from & hos-
pital stretcher how he fought for
his life, entangled in the rubble
that his office became moments
after the explosion.

The constable, his face show-
ing the signs of the terrible ex-
perience of his brush with death,
said he was lucky to be alive. He
peered through one half-open
eye, the other closed and black-
ened by the beating he got when
he was flung to the floor.

He spoke slowly and softly
from the pain and struggled to
clear his throat in a feeble ei-
fort to iet the words come out.
His lips were swollen and torn.

An ugly gash ran across the left

cheek almost joining the lip to

the eye.

A tormented voice explained:
“I was just stepping inside my
office on the third floor when a
loud explosion rocked the build-
ing. 1 was flung across the room

The whole building was trem-
bling. It was as if there was an
earthquake.

“I looked up and saw the
doors and windows coming
down on me. There was flying
glass {oo. It seemed everything
was coming at me. I was down,
almost out.”

He said he summoned enough
strength to raise himself irom
the floor and ran for the exit
and safety.

SCREAMED

He thought he was alone in
the building when it happened
and could not remember if he
screamed for help or not.

“But it is possible I could
have screamed.

“I knew I was injured, but I
did not know to what extent. My
face was very hot and when I
got oufside I realised there was
blood streaming from my face. I
was {errified.”

Miss Iris Lombard, who was
passing hy, was also hit by fly-

The need for increased security consciousness as
urban terrorism and city centre bomb blasts rise. is
being highlighted at a two-day conference at Milner
Park in Johannesburg on “Design for Security”.

~ Mr Nigel Mandy, chairman of the Johannesburg
Central Business District Association and former
general manager the Carlton Centre, spoke about se-
curity in CBD complexes. .

. He pointed out that while security at private prem-
ises was a relatively easy affair, there were diverse

problems in multi-tenanted office blocks and shop-
ping centres because these had to be designed for
easy access and movement.

The Carlton Centre was an example, he said. Its
office tower lobby handled 6500 persons in morning
peak hours, and the search and control of ali people
— “inevitably including a proportion of crooks and
louts” — was impossible.

Pressman shoots
robber dead

A SUNDAY newspaper photographer shot dead a
man and injured two others after they allegedly
robbed his servant in Johannesburg at the weekend.

The head of the Johannesburg Police Directorate
of Public Relations, Colonel Fred Bull. said the
Pressman fired several shots at the alleged robbers
after they tned to attack him when he went to en-
quire about the robbery.

The mcident took place on Saturday at 7 am. Mr
Sam Matona, who is employed by the photographer,
was attacked by about 20 people who were parked in
two cars next to a shopping centre in Randburg.
They held him up and robbed him of R222 cash and
also took his trousers.

Mr Matona ran back to the house and informed
hs boss, who rushed t0 the scene armed with his
firearm.

The photographer fired a warning shot after the
people attempted to attack him. He then headed for
his home and three men from the group followed
him. He then fired several shots, killing one of the
pursuers on the spot. The two others were slightly
injured. They are bemg treated at the Hillbrow Hos-
pital.

Meanwhile in Soweto 18 people were killed, four
people Injured in shooting incidents and seven
women raped at the weekend.

Several arrests were made,

In once incident in Eldorado Park a 24-year-oid
fruit and vegetable vendor was stabbed to death
after being robbed of cash and his wares on Satur-
day.

Brgadier J J Viktor, Soweto’s CID chief, said the
incident took place at about 10 pm in Extension 6.

A 14-year-old Naledi girl, one of the seven fe-
males raped, told police that her-brother thrashed
her with a belt before having sexual intercourse with
her against her will. No arrests have been made.

Four people were shot and injured in four sep-
