RADICAL changes in the way the South
African Police are drilled have been recom-
mended to the Polire Board by a commmttee
investigating South African Police training
methods.

The proposals — which mclude bringing
community leaders into the SAP’s officer
corps, recognising " people's courts” and the
phasing cut of military-style law enforcement
— are being heavily backed by the mterna-
tional advisers appointed to the committee by
Law and Order Mmister Hernus Kriel.

The Weekly Mail has obtained a copy of the
proposals, due to be presented at a meeting of
the board today.

The board was established by the National
Peace Accord m April last year to advise Kriel
on policy regarding the police force, mcluding
the promotion, recruitment and training of
officers. The committee, set up by Kriel to
investigate training methods and develop new
ways of training policemen at all levels, was
given permission by the minister to report to
the Police Board afier the governments of the
foreign advisers expressed unease about thewr
nationals reporting to a government minister.

The international advisers include Doctor
Bheki Sibanda from Zimbabwe, Professor
Mike Brogden from the United Kingdom, and
a police officer from the United States, Rick
Baratta.

The three advisers are essential to mamtain-
ing the credibility of the committee, as other
memthers are chiefly SAP officers — mcluding
former police commissioner Johan Coetzee —
and academics of Unisa, whose staff is tradi-
tionally seen to be close to the government.

The advisers used thewr weight to push the

committee mto adopting the proposals which
“draw on Western practice and recogmse civic
associations and people’s courts”.

Brogden, a professor of community justice
at the University of Laverpool, confirmed the
international advisers had met the chairman of
the commuttee. “We had a meeting and were
able to get our way,” said Brogden.

Surprisingly, Coetzee, long seen as a
“sacurocrat”, is also saxd to be m favour of the
proposals.

The main goal of the proposals is to stop
police academues from churning out mihtary-
style law enforcers and get them to start pro-
ducing community-oriented police officers
adept at solvmg local problems.

“They have to become more autonomous
from superiors, more community-accountable
and more concerned with finding long-term
solutions to community problems of safety,
security and publc disorder. The community
police officer’s major social contract 1s to be
with the law-abiding rather than — as m {ra-
ditional bandit-catching policing — with the
perpetrators of crime,” suggested the paper.
For this approach to succeed, the necessity of
forging working lnks between the police and
civic associations and welfare agencies was

emphasised. The integration of community
leaders mto the police officer corps was sug-
gested as a way of guaranteemng this.

Another key concept 1s the recognition of
“pelative deprivation”, whereby it 1s as impor-
tant for the police to find a bicycle stolen in
Soweto as it is to find a BMW stolen from
Sandton. Commuaities should help identify
local policing priorities. _

Brogden admutted the proposals sounded
ideahistic but insisted they could succeed 1f
given a farr chance. “We are trying to set some
Kkind of long-term framework for traming offi-
cers n the future,” he said. He pointed out that
the SAP has comnutted itself to community
pohicing.

The Deputy Minister of Law and Order,
Gert Myburgh, this week announced the
establishment of new technikon diploma m
police science ammed at encouraging the
growth of community policing.

Most major poltical players, including the
African National Congress, support the 1dea of
community pohicing, The European Commu-
mty, which 1s working on a joint policy on
policing | South Africa, 1s also reported to be
willing to back a retramung programme with
resources.

The recommendations detail a curriculum
aimed at making these imtiatives standard
police procedure. It scales down old police
favourites like marching drills and beefs up
subjects like community policing, pohce ethics
and human rights.

It was recommended the police use civilians
to assist instructors during basic tramnng to
expose tramees to aspects of ordinary life Full-
time mstructors should be experienced mem-
bers of the SAP.

Tefo Kelebonye’s description of
days of torment at police stations in
Johannesburg, Krugersdorp and Bnits,
and on a remote farm, suggests that
police torture equipment is stu] in use.

Heinnch Bohmke, hus fellow under-
graduate, who was allegedly atso tor-
tured, decided on legal advice not to
reveal details of what happened to him
at ths stage. But The Weekly Mail has
learnt from independent sources that
Kelebonye’s description tallies in
many details with what Bohmke says
he experienced

South African Police spokesman
Major Henniette Bester said: “It was
never police policy to use violence or
to torture any detainee. The police
deny any allegations of torture against
the two suspects.”

But Kelebonye’s lawyer, Jerome
Mthembu, satd he was convinced the
fwo students had been mishandled, and
that “the only evidence against my
client was obtamed by torture”

tric shock I screamed through my

A temporary reprieve came, Kele-
bonye said, when he was hooded, bun-
dled into a minibus and dnven to a
farmhouse. On the way, Doge appar-
ently felt the need to unburden his soul

“He said | probably thought he was
cruel, but that every night he prays to
the Lord for forgiveness.”

Kelebonye said he was told to
undress, and had his hands and feet tied
behind him “This took place beside a
braax fire, and I got the feeling it was
meant as a demonstration for the Bnts
colleagues They were drinking beer
and laughing Then they made me sit
near the wall, and ! got a shock — 1
think they had connected wires to the
secunity fence.”

Doge then allegedly held a tape
recorder 0 lis mouth and recorded his
statement on the Roodepoort incident.

Kelebonye and Bohmke appeared
Iater in the Roodepoort Magistrate’s
Court, but final charges have apparent-
ly not yet been formulated.

Looking back on s expenence,

A MAJOR restructuring of the
police 1n the Cape is under way

in a bid to put more men 1n the
field.

Already police district headquar-
ters in Wynberg and Athlone are be-
ing combined to release deskbound

policemen for field work.

Plans are also afoot to Iink Cape Town
and Bellville, centralise policing 1n the
southern Cape in Qudtshoorn, combine the
Springbok and Vredendal headquarters and
centralise control of the Boland in Paarl

The restructuring was disclosed today by
Lieutenant-General Nick Acker, regional
commussioner of police, who said the moves

should release men eventually to bolster
stretched resources on the ground

He said the plans were part of the devolu-

tion of power from Pretoria to the police re-
gions

Giving an example of how lis men were
battling to combat crime, he said some de-
tectives were vestigatng more than 100
cases a month when they should be handling
only about 20

He said international experts who had
monitored police operations had been
stunned by the workload

“Some of our detectives are handling more
homicide 1kxvestigations in a month than

overseas murder investigators would handle

1n their carcer,” he said

The rising number of suspicious deaths involving police indicates

that SAP members are summarily executing suspects.

Van Straten, Mokabela and the other
policemen accompanying them then drove
Makwe to his mother’s house in Gama Street,
Vasloorus The house was locked, but hus aunt
Florence Mathe was called from next door

Makwe lying dead. “He was still handcuffed,”

The forensic work at the scene of the crime
appears to have been at best sub-standard the

gun and three spent bullets were left lying
around after the departure of the Brixton
policemen, making serious ballistic and foren-
sic tests virtually impossible.

Police spokesman Warrant Officer Andy
Pieke as saying Makwe had reached into a
laundry basket, pulled out a revolver and fired
three shots at the policemen. Only then did the
detectives return fire, said the report

Lawyers acting for the family have
informed adva’ca?e Munnik’of e mcident,
and he has ordered an independegit autopsy.

Police appear 10 have been reacting to the
shooting of two of therr own when they shot
Dumisam Mthembu in the head He survived
the attack and 1s able to contest the police ver-
ston of events.

Mthembu 1s alleged to have fired on police
in September last year in Sundumbili town-
ship, Mandini, following a dawn raid on a
house m which he and five others — among
them Congress of South Afnican Trade
Unions officials and two children — were
sieeping. At least 20 policemen were mvolved
in the raid. The occupants have told mvestiga-
tors they were awakened by gunfire at 4am

Once the policethad ceased fire, the mhabi-
tants of the house’ emerged with their hands
up Mthembu waswrapidly 1dentified as the
man who had fired from within the house and

Police fail to explain why Mthembu was
not handcuffed when they led him into the

Although the need for such a force to
replace the SADF 1n potential trouble-spots
has become a focus of debate at the multi-
party negotiations, defence analvst Jakkie
Cillters believes there 1s “httle chance” of it
being established 1n time

Cilliers, co-director of the Midrand-
based Institute for Defence Policy (IDP),
says a force of at least 20 000 would be
needed and could cost nearly R1bn to oper-
ate for a year

Writing 1n the latest 1ssue of the IDP’s
yournal, South African Defence Review, Cil-
hers says while he does not reject the notion
of a peace-keeping force, the expectation
that 1t would be the primary keeper of the
peace during the elections “does not seem

reasonable ” Ctm\
A recent report by the multiparty confer-

ence’s technical committee on violence pro-
posed the establishment of a peace-keeping
force which, 1t said, should be specially
tratned, pohtically acceptable to all parties
and under the control of either the indepen-
dent electoral commission or a multiparty
executive body

The commuttee believes the force should
be the primary peace-keeping force for the
election and should, at the very least, take
over the SADF's current duties 1n the town-
ships The SAP would play a secondary role,

although 1t would continue to fulfil law and
order functions It 1s widely felt that neither
the SAP nor the SADF have sufficient legiti~
macy, particularly in the townships, to be
perceived as non-partisan forces in the run-
up to the election

But Cilliers, a former sentor artillery offi-
cer in the SADF, 18 concerned that the polit1-
cal consensus developing around the need for
a peace-keeping force seems to be based on
short-term political expediency rather than
on a “deliberate, strategic vision ”

In an atiempt to quantify the technical
commuttee’s proposal, Cilliers says the
SADF normally has about 7 000 men de-
ployed 1n the townships 1n support of the
SAP Working eight-hour shifts, this means
about 2 330 soldiers are on the ground at any
one time The troops are supported by the
existing logistics, traiming and administra-
tive structures of the SADF and SAP and
are able to call on reserve fmcc.ﬂs if additional

SADF and SAP, a peace-keeping force
would need 1ts own support structures —
which Cilliers estimates would requare a
total of five people to keep one on the ground

Mandela’s police

A policeman’s lot 1s not a happy one. Policemen (and sol-
diers) have to nisk their lives in the no-man’s-land of black
townships. They are damned for not pitching up 1n time to
prevent another outbreak of carnage, often 1n areas where
lines of communication are easily disrupted, street lighting
non-existent and roads impassable If they do get there in
time, they are targets for smpers and petrol bombs, even
when trying to negotiate with the contending factions

If they meet violence with violence, they are likely to be
condemned as brutal, if they stand by, they are accused of
negligence or political bias If they are black, they are likely
to have their own houses burned down — possibly with their
families inside At least 130 policemen were murdered in the
first seven months of the year that’s average of 18 a
month, or three every five days = 5 F

On top of all this, ANC president Nelson Mandéla accus-
es the security forces of being “deeply involved” 1n township
violence He provides no evidence for this latest claim, made
during his fund-raising trip to Taiwan — but then he never
does Even though the Goldstone Comnussion and foreign
investigations, such as the Waddington Report, have found
scant and certainly inconclusive evidence of such claims,
they are repeated almost weekly by ANC leaders.

We are not saying that the police are angels They are stiil
hving down their reputation for arrogant unaccountabihty
and dirty tricks, gained so assiduously under the apartheid
regime And they still offer disturbing evidence of Incompe-
tence, as when the rightwing thugs were able to invade the

World Trade Centre But we believe these are now sms of
omussion rather than commission — and until there is hard
evidence to the contrary, we accept that most policemen out
there are bravely trying to do their job

Now there is broad agreement among the main political
groupings that a new and neutral “peace corps” should be set
up to do what the police have failed to do deal with township
violence. It sounds vaguely alluring 1n theory, but the prac-
tice will surely be another matter. As the FM pointed out last
week, a force of at least 20 000 would be needed, at a cost of
nearly R1lbn for a year This 1s sheer impracticality

The reality 1s that any such force would have to draw
heavily on the manpower, expertise, equipment and doctrine
of the SA Police. And even if the money were available, 1t
would
