The perfect:bureaucrat 1s the man who
manages to make no decisions and es-
cape all responsibilrty — Brooks
Atkinson, Once Around the Sun

The South African Transport Services
(SATS) appears to have broken from the
stultifying bureaucratic state of mind and
1s now determined to avoid the sort of per-
fection observed by Atkinson

No longer do 1ts officials just run a finger
down a rule book. SATS’s top-rankers are
eager to take command and make individ-

ual judgments
They talk about key decision-madhing

areas, management by objectives, cost-re-
lated tanffs, efficiency and competition
Having shed their safar1 suits for the pin-
stripe of the company execulive, they are
quck to stress that the organisation now
means business

The name change in April 1s, 1t seems,
more than cosmetic SATS 1s stressing the
adaptation of “services”, where possible, 10
meet the demands of the market

No doubt the shock R85,1m deficit in the
first three months of the financial year
(April to June) could have had something to
do with SATS’s new-found desire fo
compete

SAA notched up a R23m loss, Railways
R134,8m, while Harbours showed a profit of
R71m and Pipelines R3lm SATS claims

Coming on line rn njde

the figures don’t balance because of the
various funds to which SATS’s divisions are
obliged to contribute -

Administratively, SATS has embarked on
its biggest cost-cutting and productivity
improvement scheme yet It has also rolled
up 1its sleeves and nudged its way into the
marketplace to do battle with privaie
hauliers for market share

SATS’s stake of the transport industry has
dropped from 60% in 1957 to 46% It 1s now

attempting to win back what 1t can
Falling revenues — a consequence of the

economic downturn — are also making
SATS nervous As one top-ranker explains
“I suppose we were Inclined fo just plod
along, but we now realise that 1f we are to
remain healthy we must respond to market
forces ” No longer can SATS expect to re-
celve much 1n the way of government
handouts to tide 1t over a drought

Substantial tariff increases — which
could swell the pool of diminishing revenue
— cannot be seriously considered without
further reducing demand for its services
And that, in time, will curb market share
even more

SATS has recognised that costs alone
cannot be the only determinant of tariif
levels 1n competitive markets.

Businessmen first got wind of the
organisation’s intention to chase business
when Transport Minister Hendrik
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Schoeman stated 1 his budget speech that
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“ag a result of the relentiess swing of high- * -

rated goods traffic from rail to road, SATS
will 1n future have to enter the competitive
transport market m this field to a greater
extent ” i

Strategy 1s to fight private hauliers for
the creamn — sending SATS’s Road Trans-
portation Services (RTS) arm 1n as the van-
guard RTS has scouted the battleground
and engaged 1n a number of price
skirmishes with private road hauhers

Director Gert Meint)jies 1s clear on RTS's
mandate “Rail’s market share of the trans-
port mdustry 1s bemg eroded by the private
sector We are being forced to be smart and
cut rates selectively where we can”

This 1s not a wholesale, across-the-tariff-'
hoard move, Meintjies stresses “We have
not thrown the official tariff book out of the
window Rather, we are offering a package
to the larger consumers of SATS’s transport
services ” He says, however, that SATS will

certainly move more strongly in the direc-
tion of negotiated deals in other market
segments

Railways is fast running out of steam 1n its
attempts to keep pace with deregulation of
road transportation and compefition from
road hauliers, both private and State-
owned

Brian Lessing, SATS assistant GM for
passenger and road transport, told a week-
end meeting of the Pietermaritzburg and
Northern Natal Chariered Institute of
Transport that, unless new rules are drawn
up, profits from goods traffic, used to offset
passenger service losses, will dry up 1n the
next five years

According to latest estimates, passenger
losses are running at R1000m/year and
Lessing made it clear that passenger rail 15
paying only 33% of the bill “There are
cross-subsidies involved amounting to 33%
from other services The remaimng third
comes from central government,” he said

The groundswell move towards
deregulation of road transportation, as
mooted by the Van Breda Commission in
the mid-Seventies, and now backed by the
National Transport Commussion and De-
partment of Transport, 1s accelerating at
too fast a pace for rail services

Lessing pointed out that rain had to pro-
vide its own infrastructure, whereas 4Aoad
transport to a large extent was subsidised
by road users 1n general Raid could only
lose ground in such a race and, although
strongly in favour of deregulation, he urged
some form of “handicapping system” to al-
low rail a chance to compete

In fact, Lessing was doing no more than
support a statement by SATS assistant
GM, planmng, who told a recent transport
conference 1n Pretoria “SATS accepts this
competitive environment and 1s prepared
to move further in this direction But the
cost of uneconomic social services and the
inadequate contribution byiroad hauhers to

Prinsloo, executive director of the Southern
African Bus Operators’ Association, both
supported the move towards “managed
deregulation ” Webster said government
should “get rid of” meaningless and ineffec-

The sturdy hydraunlre unit is operated by remote control
from the truck cab by an electric solenoid, and €I engi-
neers have tesied they hydraulic system to 14 479
kN/sq metre.

“The big feature of this conversion is that 1t can be done
by a do-it-yourself enthusiast, or in an hour in a small
garage workshop, said €I Light Trailers’ general man-
ager, Mr Ben Barber.

THE South African connection will
continue to be & vital factor bolster-
ing the inadegquate and inefficient
transport systems of neighbouring
countres

This was made clear by the gener-
al manager of the SA Transport Ser-
vices (SATS), Mr Kobus Loubser, in
an address to the conference of the
SA Federated Chamber of Industries
in Pretoria yesterday

He stressed the well-being and sta-
bility of South Africa was vitally
linked {o the well-being of neigh-
bouring states

The countries around South Africa
shared common problems — undeve-
loped econormes, a dire need for
skilled workers, an absolute need for
development eapital and an acute
shortage of foreign currency

The basic shortage of skilled work
ers was compounded by the depar-
ture of many white skills after inde-
pendence, usually because of
unrealistic economic policies

A typrcal example had been Zaire,
where after independence, all white
shop owners were forced to hand
over their shops to local mhabitants
— wrrespective of whether they were
able to run the businesses or not

The results had been predictable
When mtial stock was sold shops
closed and ceased to exist

In the case of the sugar export
terminal at Maputo, a labourer was
made a manager after Poriuguese
settlers left because he was the only
man available with at least some
knowledge of the terminal

The well-being .of South Afriea’s
neighbours depended on the ability
to export basic minerals and to im-
port wirtually all manuafactured
goods In all cases, with the excep-
tion of Zimbabwe, food production
was 1nsufficient for local needs and

It was obvious, therefore that
transport was basic to their very
existence

The problems in Southern African
states were often compounded by 1n-
ternal mstability due to political
friction, Mr ioubser said

Maritime countries tended to take
advantage of their landlocked neigh-
bours

Malawy, for example, was totally
land-locked and 1its transport routes
to the sea were through Mocambique
to the ports of Ncala and Beira The
line to Ncala was so bad that Malaw:
refused to use i1t, Mr Loubser said
Congestion 1n Neala was such that
about 2 000 containers were waiting
to be moved to Malaw: — many
since the end of last year

The alternative route to Beira has
been frequently sahbotaged by the
Mozambique Resistance Movement.
Recently three trains were waylaid,
looted and burned Some 20 ({1 tons
of fertiliser were currently being ofi-
loaded mm Beira, but Malaw: had no
assurance they would be delivered
before the planting season began

Malaw! was now resorting to road
transport via Zambia and Botswana
to South Africa

Tazara Rallways from Zamia to
Dar es Salaam was theoretically

available to Zaire However this line
was unable to handie even Zamhia's
own exports In addition delays to
shipping 10 Dar es Salaam harhour
were prombitively long Zaire's only
aliernative was the 3500km rail
route to the south via Zambia, Zim-
babwe and Botswana to Easi
London

The railway hres to both Beira
and Maputo were being operated 1n-
effectively and the ports were
mefiicient

Mr Loubser -said Botswana was
exploring the possibihty of exporting

A SHOCK increase 1n the tanffs of
SA Transport Services (Sats) 1s like-
ly from the beginning of next year,
according to mformed sources 1n
Pretona.

The rises are expecied to be up to

On his Teturn from an inspection tour
