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student radiographers at
Johannesburg Hospital,
who are now quabfying,
are leaving the provinelal
hospital serviee.

Dr Neville Howes, the
superintendent, was com-
menting on claims  that
several] radiographers
were  leaving  because  of
pagor working conditions
and inadequate salaries.
