THE Mmister of Labour,
Mr Marars Viljoen, yester-
day told the Prime Mmis-
ter's Economic Advisory
Council that he was think-
ing of establishing elected
industrial committees of

He came out strong.y
against recognising Afn-
can trade unions and sad
" industrial committees
would consist of workers
chosen from works ang li-
ajson committees in vari-
ous industries,

Agreements reached by
these committees and em-
ployers would be submit-
ted to him through the
Central Bantu Labour
Board for approval and
promulgation in the Gov-
; ernment Gazette.

' He said the effect of
| promulgation of an agree-
ment would he to make it
binding on all workers and
employers in the industry
and in the area.
Y This would be done *'so
as to ensure that employ-
ers who are prepared to
make sgacrifices to impro-
ve tha lot of their Black

workers won't be detri-
mentally affected by un-
fair competition on the
part of unscrupulous com-
petitors.”

Employers who were
signatories to such agree-
ments would, however, he
required to prove they
were representatives of
employers in the area, be-
fore the agreements were
made applicabie to their
competitors,

The Department of La-
hour would be responsibie
for applying these agree-
ments, the Mimster said.

In cases where ndustri-’
al committees and ¢ apioy-
ers were unable to reach

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Good news from the labour front. This
week Minster of Labour Marais Viljoen
revealed a determined commtment to
involve Blacks in the wage bargaining
process. This must be welcomed.

The bad news 1s that he reaffirmed his
stand against Black trade umonism. For
this reason the actual measures he out-
hned may be likened to a spot of oil for
an outmoded machine,

The Bantu Labour Relations Regula-
tion Act will be amended to provide.
©@ The appointment of one Black man to
the Central Bantu Labour Board. The
Board advises the Mmster on Black
labour matters, and has hitherto been
all-White with a chairman and members
appointed by the Mimster because of
their competence “to represent the -
terests of the employees”.

The new move could lead to more
direct representation of those interests.
But why only one Black man? And who
will he be? Black unionists are adopting
a wait-and-see attitude before comment-
ing.
® A remedy for “other shortcomings”
which have “come to ight” Like the fact
that agreements between employers and
Black works and haison commuttees are
without much force in law; that indivi-
dually negotiated agreements are not
binding on employers of Blacks on an
mgdustry-wide basis, and that the Black
man’s voice has not been clearly enough
heard in negotations on service condi-
tions.

Accordingly Vijoen plans the estab-
lishment of industrial committees of
Blacks elected by the works and liaison
commuttees 1n various plants in an
industry. These will represent employees’
interests m industry-wide negotiations
with employers.

Agreements will be submutted to him
through the Central Bantu Labour Board
and, when promulgated in the Govern-
ment Gazette, will be bnding on all
workers and employees i the area and
industry covered by the agreement.

Disputes will be referred to the Wage
Board for arbitratton The new methods
of obtammg binding agreements appear

designed to stem the tide of Black umoni-
sation. Viljoen said this week 1t was no-

ticeable how Black workers “have
accepted the (works/liaison) commttee

system as being in their best interests”,

and claimed — somewhat surpnisingly —

that 30% of the Black lab ir force
(excluding gold and coal muners) were
represented by commuttees, The newly-
instituted committee system 1s a
“remarkable achievement”, which Black
workers want.

For the first tume 1 SA legal history,
African workers have obtamed a final
court order restramning an employer from
wrongfully dismissing them for
attempting to form a works committee

The case was brought against Nel’s
Dairy by 24 of its workers who teared they
might be dismissed after 94 ot therr
fellow-workers, some of whom had been
active in trymng to form g works
committee, were sacked

Counsel for Nel's argued that the
workers were not entitled to the Interdict
on the grounds that labour Jaw provides
for crimmal sanctions agamst employers
Who victimise their workers This
argument was rejected by Mr Acting
Justice Goldstone The effect of his
judgment 1s that workers fearing
victimisation can take action through the
courts to protect their jobs

The case 15 an mmportant milestone for
African workers, and also has serious
Implications for employers Hitherto 1t
has been presumed thaf workers fearmng
victimisation had no remedy until they
