With equal brevity, the cenire’s director,
Professor Dingie van Rensburg, says “The
project 1s about information and manage-
ment " It's something of an understatement

it looks more hke an admnistrative revo-
lution. By the time the project 1s compiete,
the dehvery of primary health care through-
out the OFS will be radically improved , And
the new system, currently under develop-
ment here, shows signs of being transferable
to other parts of the country

To understand the sigrufic:nce of what is
happening 1 the OFS, we need to start at
 the beginming of the PHC/Info project story.

Enter a young doctor from Wits, Ronald
Chapman, who found himself domg his na-
tional service i Bloemfontein in 1986

He enrolled at the local uvnversity to spe-
clalise nal] commumiy medicme and developed
a special mteregt in_epidemology and bio-
statistics é

“Durmg my post-graduate stucies I be-
came mvolved with the provincial admims-
tration,” Chapman recalls, “and I witnessed
at first hand the frustrations generated by
trying to manage health services without re-
hable information

“The chief director of professional ser-
vices, Dr AG S Gous, challenged me to do
something about it So in 1965 [ did a com-
mumity-based study, attemping to record the
actual health status and existing PHC cover-
age for the whole province ”

He tramed 250 nurses to do random selec-
tion and internewmg of households, and with
the a1d of a single secretary, fed the informa-
tion from the questhionnaires into a computer

Some important results emerged. First,
that the standard monthly returns completed
by PHC nurses in the field were maccurate
and mcomplete Second, that health manag-
ers didn't know how optimally to use the
more reliable and extensive information pro-
vided by Chapman'’s own survey.

Chapman made recommendations These
were noted but not acted on

But the wheel soon turned full circle After
completing lis post-graduate studies, Chap-
man accepted the post of director of commu-
mity health services with the Free State Pro-
vincial Admimstration — and found his own
recommendations staring at hm from the
middle of lus new desk.

“I knew that what I had to do was change
the whole mnformation culture what was col-
lected and how 1t was used,” he said. “That
was the bottom Iine [ decided that I needed
a specialised group to design and drive a
special project.”

Van Rensburg recalls how Chapman asked
for the participation of the Centre for Health

Phase II involves the setting up of eight
task groups to address specific areas within
the overall project Each task group will es-
tablish strategies and wnite detailed instrue-
tion manuais by the end of the year

In 1995 (Phase IH) pilof programmes will

HE little white-haired dog
jumped up and down with
excitement in the diningroom of
the elegant residence of former
Free State administrators, its tail
waggmg frantically and 1its eyes
alight with joy
Its master, Free State premier
“Terror” Lekota, had returned
home from a trip to Johannesburg.
He smiled affectionately and
scooped the dog up into his arms

The dog had been given to
Lekota — who was elected
premier of the Free State after
the ANC’s convineing vietory in
the provincial election m April —
by a white farmer

Lekota addressed the dog by
different names, depending on
which language he was speaking
When he spoke Sesotho, 1t was
Thabo When he switched to

Lekota, a Robben Island prison

Consciousness trial of the 1970s
and the Treason Trial of the 1980s
Ever since his release from
Robben Island in 1983 after the
first trial, Lekota, a former
national organiser for the pro-
black consciousness South African
Students’ Orgamsation, has sought
to win whites to the cause that he
embraced 1n prison, that of Nelson
Mandela’s ANC

As national publicity secretary
of the pro-ANC United Democratic
Front, Lekota spent hours trymg
to convince apprehensive whites
that the ANC’s commitment to
nonracialism was genuine With
the same seemingly ndefatigable
energy, he sought to persuade
angry blacks to support the ANC’s
quest for a nonracial South Africa

The ANC’s crushing victory in
the Free State — where 1t won

more than 75 percent of the votes
in the provincial election and 24 of
the 30 seats in the provincial
legislature — did not dilute
Lekota’s commitment to racial
reconcihiation

His bedroom 1n his official
residence contains two bibles one
In Sesotho and one in Afrikaans.
Like his dog Thabo, alias Botha,
the bibles are an outward sign of
an inner conviction

But, judging from his shock
ousting as the ANC’s provincial
chairman 1 the Free State at the
weekend, Lekota has not been able
to carry the majority of his black
consfituents with himn.

He has either moved too fast or
he has not devoted enough time to
explaining his pursuit to black

rank-and-file members of the
ANC.

Lekota was defeated by 263 to
190 votes by Pat Matosa, secretary
of Northern Free State branch of
the ANC until i1ts amalgamation at
the weekend with the Southern
Free State hranch

Lekota was accused by radicals
or “Africanists” within the ANC of
neglecting the blacks who had
voted hun into power,

His defeat as the ANC’s
provinclal leader gives added
pertinency to an 1nterview
conducted by The Star with
Lekota at his official residence
last week

Speaking about the challenges
facing the ANC now that 1t has
graduated from an opposition
movement to the majority party
1n the central government and
seven of the nine provinces,
Lekota referred to ““a lot of
uncertainty” over the transition.

Contrasting the fears of losing
support which beset the ANC
during the struggle against
apartherd with the anxieties faced
by it today, Lekota said “It has
more to do with the movement
failing to fulfil its obligations and

his allegiance to the “ultra right”,

Lekota, as the head of the
province, has to respond to the con-
troversial appointments by his edu-
cation MEC Mr Sakhiwo Belot
These appomntments have now been
challenged by a commission
appomted by the Free State govern-
ment

On the other hand, he has to look
over s shoulder and also pay alle-
giance to his organusatron, the ANC,
from whose ranks these appoint-
ments were made

The predi. ament is that he has to
portray the i «ge of a clean admun-
istration, frev of irregulanties and
corruption as well as nepotism

On May 11 Lekota mstituted a
commussion of mquury to look nto
the appomntments

Thus followed ani uproar from the
National Party, white officials and
disgruntled black school inspectors
who clmmed that the appointees
were under-qualified and the proce-
dures followed had been irregular

Last week, the commission,
headed by retired academic Profes-
sor Eskia Mphahlele, published 1ts
report and virtually echoed the sen-
uments of the disgruntled officials

The commission found that the
entire process had been uregular and
recommended that ail the relevant
appomtments be declared null and
voud

It also called for all probationary

appointments to be cancelled and
that all the posts be readvertised It
said provision had to be made for
public service as well as educators’
posts

The commuission said the adver-
tising and the subsequent processing
of the posts should be conducted in
accordance with the appltcable laws
and directives, and with the assis-
tance of the Public Service Commus-
sion, where necessary

According to the findings, the
process of short-hsting does not

Lekota smd one of the appomntees
did not have the required guahfica-
tions, but he could not disclose the
pame of the appowntee “Steps are
bemng taken to remedy the situation,”
he said Last week the cornmission,
headed by retiwred academc Professor
Es’kia Mphahlele, found that the entire
process was trregular and recommend-
ed that all 13 appointments be declared
null and void

BLOEMFONTEIN — The election 1n
Bloemfontein — widely seen as the lat-
mus test for the political parties 1n the
Free State — has been won by the ANC
by the narrowest of margins.

There was only one seat in 1t for the
ANC, with the combmed opposition of
NP, FF, CP and Bloemfontein
Ratepayers’ Association winning 24 of
the 50 counci seats. The ANC added
one seat m Bloemfontemn to the 15 from
Mangaung, and with 10 proportional
representation seats 1t
endedugglvith 26.

The ANC had won 41 of
the Free State local au-
thonities by early yester-
day evening. Results from
94 centres were still out-
standing. The ANC’s per-
formance m the rural
councils was poor, with
just two ANC-controlled
councils out of 10 an-
nounced by Tpm ,

The capital city was consid
