Mr Waldeck had bluntly
told Dr Eschel Rhoodie that
Dr Deneys Rhoodie was
incapable of doing his work

In his petition yesterday,
Mr Waldeck referred
specifically to the period
January-June 1978, and said
he knew without doubt that
Dr Rhoodie was recording
his conversations with
departmental officials,

He attached a copy of the
Rapport mterview as proof
of the allegation made by
him, and made a statement
under oath that he knew the
facts to be correct
