The coffins, which contained the bodies of Messrs
Ayanda “Ace” Silika, 29, Lukanyiso Finye, 19, Ellot
Sondzandsa Philhp, 22, and Douglas Dyabuza, 19,

were dropped 1n front of oncoming Casspirs as the
pallbearers fled the clouds of teargas

Three of the victims were killed during the recent
fighting at Crossroads and the fourth was shot by
police whale allegedly trying to escape after he had
been arrested for the murder of 24-year-old Consta-
ble Patrick Legong

A Roman Catholic priest who attended the ser-
vice, Father J A Lorriman, told the Cape Times
yesterday that he was approached by riot squad
chief Major Dolf Odendaal and another policeman
before the service on Saturday afternoon They had
told him “No ANC flags ”

Father Lorriman said he had passed on the mes-
sage and, when pehice moved 1n behind the crowd
after the service, the ANC flag was “quickly rolled
up and tucked away”

“But the police had already seen it, and — without
warmng — they started firning teargas We were ajl
choking and the coffins had to be dropped ”

He said the crowd was again “harassed” by police
after mourners had recovered sufficiently to pick
up the coffins and proceed towards the cemetery

Campaign of harassment

Mr Van Eck said the police action was an attempt
by police to intimidate Crossroads refugees

“It 15 part of a whole campailgn of harassment of a
community which 15 being forced to move If thjs

happened at a white funeral, there would have been
a cwvil war,” he said

Police spokesman Captain Jan Calitz yesterday
admitted that a “lot of teargas” was fired

He said however, that police only intervened
when at least four ANC flags were exhibited and
when the 1500-strong crowd gave black POWET Sa-
Iutes and sang freedom songs after the service

Police had approached the crowd and ordered
them to put away the ANC flags, but they had
refused Police had again asked the crowd to dis-

A MEMORANDUM on the treatment of
children in police custody has been re-
feased by the Black Sash in Cape Town.

The publication, entitled “The Suffer-
ing of Children”, lists allegatioms of
electric shecks, sjambokking, beatings
and unprovoked shooting by police and
is based on 30 affidavits as well as signed
and unsigned statements from children.

In a statement yesterday, the police
public relations directorate in Pretoria
emphatically denied that children in
custody were abused.

One 17-year-old describes in an affida-
vit how he “felt metal clips being at-
tached to each of my wrists”.

«There followed a series of electric
shocks which ran up my arms and

In another sworn statement a 16-year-
old describes how, while in Diepkloof
prison, he was “hit on the back with a
baton, I was kicked, 1 was sworl at and
verbally abused ...”

A 15-year-old alleged in a signed state-
ment that he was “beaten up with sjam-
boks and batens by about six policemen.
They hit me in my face over my head and
chest. I was thereafter taken to Mame-

A 13-year-old said in a signed state-
ment that he was sent by his mother to
buy mealie meal uﬂaﬂﬂmﬂ at about S5pm
on July mJan year.

“When I'was finished at the butcher
the man who works there asked me togo

and buy him a newspaper. While I was
buying the newspaper soine black
policemen came to me, held me and
started beating me, saying that 1 am one
of those breaking up the buses ...

«While we were in custody we were
beaten up continuously until some of us
finally agreed to make statement admit-
ting having stoned buses.”

The Black Sash has compiled the affi-
davits under the headings of Petention
and Torture, Intimidation and Abuse,
Unprovoked Shootings, Disappearances,
Involvement of the SADF and Court In-
terdicts.

The memorandum concludes that it
does not uphold the premise that all
children abused and maltreated are nec-
essarily innocent of any misdeeds.

“The people hecame scared and tried to get out by

Eddie Everson, said the police had told Mr Kobese they
were acting agamst an 1llegal gathering of people oui-
side the church who had thrown stones at them

He demied that members of the television crew were
arrested, but added that their equupment was temporar-
ily confiscated and later returned to them

® Another funeral in Langa came to an undigmfied
end yesterday when a group of “comrades” rushed up to
the graveside, started stoning the mourners and then
dragged the coffin out of the ground and sef 1t alight

The coffin contained the body of a former Save the
Starving Community orgamiser, Mr Buyile Ncokazn, who
was hacked to death outside his home last month

Mr Chiton Dondashe, secretary of the organisation,
said thug elements were “terrorising our people under

Mr Knoesen said “Was 1t a cylnder,
a stone thrown 1n the crowd? Was 1t the
heel of a shoe from somebody who
struggled to gel away from the gas?
Nobody wiil ever know ”

Miss Mgubasi died during an icident
mn Fountamn Road, Walmer Township,
on January 6

Mr Knoesen said the actions of Ser-
ant M Torrente, of the South African

Police riot unit, were Justifiéd under the
cireumstances .

The court was satisfied that Miss
Mgubasi died of a head mmjury — 2
result of violence

Although every possible avenue was
explored there was 1o reliable evidence
as to what mcident caused the fatal
wound

Sgt Torrente, Mr Knoesen said, was
the person who was responsible on the
day in question The other policernen
acted only on his orders

Mr Knoesen said Sgi Torrente could
have told his subordinates to shoot

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LAWYERS Tepresenting communit
erganisations and the famihes of 1]
people shot dead on March 26 by
Bophuthatswana police at Winterveld
have walked out of the official
commission of mquiry into the

Advocate Bob Nugent, who spoke
for the legal team, said this week they
were withdrawing because thesr
chents had lost confidence in the
Bophuthatswana government’s
willingness to act on the COMMISSIONn’s
findings, after hearing that the two
pohice officers in charge at the
Winterveld shootings had since been
promoted

Nugent said the promotions —
which came at a2 ume when the
conduct of the police at Winterveld
was one of the mamn areas under
Scrutipy at the enquiry -— were “a slap
In the face” to his clients, thesr
grievances, and to the commssion

The commussion, headed by Judge
Edgar Smith, a former Attorney-
General of white-ruled Rhodesia, was
s¢t up by Bophuthatswana President
Lucas Mangope shortly after the
killings at the Winterveld SpOrts
stadiam

But, it emerged durning the inquary
last week, Iess than a month after the
mcident Mangope, who 1s also
Munister of Law and Order, promoted
the man who gave the order to fire,
Colonel Makanye Moloper to
Brigadier. His second-in-command,
Major Mobobyane, was made colonel

Brigadier Molope told the
Commission he behieved that

President Mangope had publicly
Il expressed his confidence in his

(Molope’s) actions on March 26 by
promoting him. Molope also said
there had been three other colonels 1n
line for promotion — two were at the
same level of semority as himself, but
one was his senior,

Nugent said his clients believed the

events of March 26 were preceded “by

a _campaign of intimidation and
viblence by a section of the
Bophuthatswana Police Force”,

He said cavic leaders had taken steps

to curb this campagn by approachmg

the commumty council ang bringing
three urgent applications before the

Supreme Count of Bophuthatswana,

Without pre-empting the findings of
the comnussion, Nugent said, 1t wag
possible Justice Smith would find that
the conduct of the police on March 26
was unjustified, and thag the mcident
itself was attributable to a course of
unlawful conduct by the police

However, Nugent said, the people of
Winterveld no longer had any
confidence that the Bophuthatswana
government would act on the
commission’s findings should they
reflect badly on police actions and on
the two men in-command

Nugent said he was not criticasing

the way the commission had beed
conducted, nor its impartiality
Justice Smuth said he regretted the

decision to withdraw the lawyers as 1t
would make the commission’s tagk
more difficult

The decision was partly speculative,
he added “One of the matters ] had
intended to 1nvestigate in more detar]
was the promotion of Molope and the
other policeman. The commission will
stll do this,” he said

The withdrawal of Nugent and his
attorneys means the commussion will
now hear evidence led by lawyers
representing the Bophuthatswana
Defence Force and Police, as well as a
lawyer, HJ Fabricius, representing
four Winterveld residents who face
cniminal charges ansing from the
shootmngs, including possible charges
of treason Fabricius said he
understood Nugent’s argument, but
felt compelled to place his chents’
version of the events before the
COMImISson as they had already been
named by other witnesses,

At a press conference after the
walk-out the head of the Wanterveld
Crisis Commuttee, Chini Molondo,
Said the shootings at Winterveld
should not be blamed merely on

The mushrooming of youth resistance
organisations over the last 10 years has thus
brought with 1t new and urgent problems Many
achvists agree that groups must, for the sake of the
country s future, look to themselves and estabhish
whether they are at all to blame for the violence
Falure to do 50 — by all tendencies — may lead,
1n the telhng phrase of Sahm Vally of Action
Youth, 10 “the sowing of the dragon's teeth of 2
future South African civil war”

Many orgamsations face a dilemma over the
actions of sympathisers who do not consider
themselves subject to “parry Gisciphine”, and therr
mabiity to deal effectively wath this problem may
explain some of the ovtbreaks of violence. It 15 2
cructal question as to whether negonauon betwesn
fesistance groups can succeed m puthng 2 stop to
it, and wndeed whether the polincal will 1 there to
confront the task

But despuie the tpging of 1deslogical tendenctes
within youth organisations of resistance, 1986
contains elements of the organsahonal frunt born
of Soweto *76 — most graphically and simply
represented n the rapidly growmg numbers of
politicised, cornmutted young people.

As the Cape edocationist Dr Neville Alexander
comments, “the government 1$ 1n trouble both m
the Mmedium and long-term, because 1t 15 facing @
whole new peneranon of schooled youth, youth
who are almost ymmune to suggestions of
volizboranonst politics wath the govemnment.
